Project summary (Cont’d)


The objective of this project is to increase the availability of affordable green housing in the Province and the number of youth entering the building trades and industry.   This will be achieved by forming regional housing partnerships to coordinate the building of new housing.   YouthBuild is working with partner organizations, including the Saskatchewan Institute of Applied Science and Technology (SIAST), to design very energy efficient housing.  One goal is to reduce the energy required to heat the houses to 30 percent of the current houses built in Saskatchewan.    A second goal is to generate thermal energy through passive and active solar techniques.  Geothermal energy is also being evaluated.  When appropriate, electricity will be generated using small wind turbines and solar photovoltaic panels.  To reduce the cost of materials and labour to build the homes, the project is evaluating the use of prefabricated panels.  YouthBuild Saskatchewan is working with the Carlton Trail Regional College to pilot a Production Line Building course.  YouthBuild Interns from SIAST will assist in the design of the affordable homes.
